	Procedure
	Materials

	Students will use student song books to sing while sitting properly and keeping a steady beat to the music the review and new songs.

New Activity for this week will be presented by TT: “Do-Re-Mi”.

TTw discuss and review note names and note values as written on board. 

TTw set out Barred Instruments.  Selected students will demonstrate quarter note rhythms as instructed by TT first alternating left and right on Bass Mettalophone, then rhythmic notation for the pentatonic scale.

	Presentation of Skill/Teaching Strategies:
TTw present the song: “Do-Re-Mi and show TL the video to “The Sound of Music” dance they will learn in later lessons.
TTw discuss /and or review 2 new songs.  First, “Follow the Drinkin’ Gourd”.  TT will discuss with TL the historical significance of the story of the song and then the story that the song tells.  TTw show a diagram of the underground railroad on overhead projector and explain it’s role and historical significance.

TT will review and demonstrate the 5 tones(C,D,E,F,G)  as written notation on the board.  TT will remind TS that the beat is used in music to keep the rhythm throughout the song and will be demonstrated by TT.

	Activities:  

TLW sing selected songs as instructed by TT.

TLW recall pitched note names and play on pitched instruments as review in this lesson with scale and song as well as read rhythms for pitched barred instruments.  Groups of 4 students will play each time until all TL have had opportunity to play a scale (C,D,E,F,G).  TLw then clap and snap then progress to movement and change seats to the beat of the 16 count rhythm exercise.

TLW learn new songs listed and discuss historical significance of the song and what it means.  Students will discuss with other students Harriet Tubman and her role in the Underground Railroad. 

TLW view and participate in the “You Are A Slave” activity on the National Geographic website located in Teachertube.com.
