How are arts activities infused in this lesson?: (describe in 2-3 sentences)

For this lesson, the students read a selection and expressed the Main Idea and the Supporting Details by drawing them out for a story map. We folded an 11x17 sheet of Manila paper. On the front, the students drew the main idea. On the inside, the students separated the space into 4 squares and drew four details that supported their main idea.

We read the story, “Volcanoes:  Nature's Incredible Fireworks”, by Jennifer Greeson from the Pearson Scott Foresman Reading Street Third grade textbook.

Briefly and clearly list teaching steps in order of actual instruction:

TTW read a short story to students. TTW go over the definition of main idea and supporting details. TTW show a PowerPoint on Main Idea. TTW & TLW will brainstorm ways to convey the main idea. TLW read the story from the basal reader. TLW sketch the main ideas and supporting details on Manila paper. TLW finish with markers, leaving no white space. TLW explain drawing and his or her choice of main idea and supporting details to class.
How did you assess student learning during or after this lesson? How do you know students understood the big ideas they needed to know? (2-3 sentences)
The students were assessed through a rubric. They needed to convey the correct main idea and supporting details through their drawings. They were also assessed on the correct use of media.
In your personal opinion, how did the art(s) activity contribute to student understanding in this lesson? WHY? (be specific) (2-3 sentences)
I believe that through drawing the main idea and supporting details, the students had to understand the concepts of main idea and supporting detail. When I reviewed the drawings, I was certain that the students understood and were able to explain the reasons for their drawings.
How did this lesson exercise and/or increase student’s literacy skills? (2-3 sentences)
The students read the story together for fluency. The students were able to read for comprehension and identify the main idea and supporting details.
In hindsight, what would you do differently during this arts-infused lesson? Why? Be specific. (2-3 sentences)
Next time I use a visual story map, I plan on having the students do a rough draft with pencil only first. This way, the final story map can be more detailed with fewer mistakes.
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
