“Tar Picnic” art print, paper, pencils, sharpies, crayons or colored pencils
Briefly and clearly list teaching steps in order of actual instruction:

Teacher will begin lesson using the VTS program and the print entitle “Tar Picnic”.  Students will identify what they see on the print.  Teacher will create a list of the items students identify.  After approximately ten minutes of identifying items, teacher will stop VTS program.  Teacher will ask students to review list.  Teacher will identify those words as nouns; naming a person, place, thing, or animal.  Teacher will then ask students to categorize the different items on the list as person, place, thing, or animal.  Students will then illustrate one noun they identified in the print “Tar Picnic”.  In addition to illustrating a noun, the student will create a sentence using the noun they illustrated.  Students will circle the noun in the sentence.
Students present illustrations and sentences in a mini-art-gallery when the activity is complete.

1. Students illustrated a noun.
