Students are to design their sarcophagus.

Briefly and clearly list teaching steps in order of actual instruction:

Students were first shown the presentation of Egypt with discussion of life in Ancient Egypt, including their beliefs in burial and the afterlife.

Paper was then handed out, students used their pencils to trace the shape of the sarcophagus. Using previous learned skills, students drew their face in the correct area of the sarcophagus.  Students were then allowed to work independently to design their piece using their own designs and those that are from Egyptian art work located on their handouts.  These designs were then outlined in sharpie and colored using colored pencils.  When this was completed, students were then to write about who they were in Ancient Egyptian society, what their life was like back then.
