The arts are central to my lesson, since I am an art teacher.  After we study the painting, we study the poem that inspired the painting.  We discuss numbers and different aspects of the number 5, featured in the painting.  After the project is completed, we use our number paintings to make patterns around the room and “act out” math sentences.
